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In 1968, Memphis sanitation workers went on strike to demand
fair wages and safe working conditions after workers
Echol Cole and Robert Walker lost their lives on the job.

That spring, Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. traveled to Memphis I AM
to join the strikers — members of AFSCME Local 1733 -

where he gave his prophetic “Mountaintop” speech 2 0 18
the day hefore he was killed. R
