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STATEMENT ON JESSE VROEGH’S LEGAL VICTORY

DES MOINES – AFSCME Council 61 President Danny Homan issued the following statement in response to a Polk County jury ruling that the State of Iowa discriminated against former ICIW nurse Jesse Vroegh, who is transgender:

“Jesse has been seeking justice for far too long and we could not be happier for him and his family over the jury’s ruling. We hope that this landmark victory sends a clear message to the State of Iowa and to the Department of Corrections that discrimination has no place in our state.”
